Wayany golek are three-dimensional wooden rod puppets that are operated from below
by a wooden rod that runs through the body to the head, and by sticks connected to the
hands. The construction of the puppets contributes to their versatility, expressiveness
and aptitude for imitating human dance. 'l'oday. wavang golek is mainly associated
with the Sundanese culture of West Java. In Central Java, the wooden wayvang is also
known as wayang menak, which originated from Kudus, Central Java. Little is known
for certain about the history of wavang golek, but scholars have speculated that it most
likely originated in China and arrived in Java somctime in the 17th century. Some ol
the oldest wraditions ol wayvarg golek arc Irom the north coast ol Java in what is called
the pasisir region. This 1s home (o some ol the oldest Muslim kingdoms in Java and 1t
is likely that the wavang golek grew in popularity through telling the wavang
menak storics of Amir [Tamva, the uncle of prophet Muhammad (pbuh). These storics
are still widely performed in Kabumen, T'egal, and lepara as wayang golek menak, and
in Cirebon, wavang  golek  cepak. legends about the origing of the wayang
golek attribute their invention to Sunan Kudus. who used the medium to propagate
Muslim values. In the 18th century. the tradition moved into the mountainous region
of Priangan. West Java, where it eventually was used to tell stories of the Rameayana and
the Mahabharata in a tradition now called wavang golek purwa, which can be found
in Bandung, Bogor and Jakarta. The adoption of Javanese Mataram kejawen culture by
Sundanese aristocrats was probably the remnant of Mataram influence over the Priangan
region during the expansive reign of Sultan Agung.

l.ola Cucto (1897-1978) was a Mcxican painler, printmaker, puppet designer and
puppeteer. She is best known for her work in children’s theater, creating sets, puppets
and theatre companies performing pieces for educational purposes. Cueto took her last
name from husband German Cueto, which whom she had two daughters. one of which
15 noted playwright and puppeteer Mireya Cueto. Most of Cueto’s artistic interest was
related to Mexican handcrafis and folk art, either creating paintings about it or creating
traditional works such as tapestries, papel picado and traditional Mexican toys. Cueto
is best known for her work in children’s theatre, especially that aimed at basic literacy.
Hcr carcer also included weaving, walcrcolors, drawings, graphic work, oils, gouache,
along with the design ol marionctics, puppets, theatre scts and (raditional Mexican
toys. She is recognized as a master and innovator in the creation ol marionciles and
children’s theatre, Tler carly paintings arc rigid, gencrally Impressionist style
landscapes. Ter later visual work is locused on Mexican handceralls and (olk art both
in imagery and handcraft techniques incorporated into them. One example are
paintings of traditional Mexican toys, inspired by her concern of the rise of mass-
produced tovs in Mexico. Although she is not considered to be an artisan, she did work
with a number of traditional crafts such as lacquer, papel picado designs. embroidery
and the making of traditional toys and marionettes for theatre performances. [ler
notable creations include tapestries and other fabrics which have been machine
embroidered. These include a series inspired by the stained glass windows of the
Gothic cathedrals in Chartres and Bourges. She created a number of tapestries with
religious themes such as primitive Christ and Virgin Mary images, rural altars as well
as depicting indigenous people.
