This
region, above the Arclic Circle, is dominaied by the tundra biome and has arcas with
few natural landmarks. Coastal cairng called sca marks arc also common in the
northern latitudes, and are placed along shores and on islands and islets. Usually
painted white for improved offshore visibility. they serve as navigation aids. In
Sweden they are called kummel. in Norway varde, and are indicated in navigation
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charts and mainiained as part of the nautical marking system. Inversely, they arc used
on land as sca ¢lifT warnings in rugged and hilly (¢rrain in the foggy TFaroc [slands.

Slovd is a system of handicratt-based education started in Finland in 1865. The system
was further refined and promoted worldwide. and was taught in the US until the early
20th Century. It is still taught as a compulsory subject in Finnish, Danish. Swedish and
Norwegian schools. The word ‘sloyd’ is derived from the Swedish word Siéjd, which
translates as crafts. handicraft. or handiwork. It refers primarily to woodwork but also
paper-folding and sewing, cmbroidery. knitting and crochet. Sloyd's purposc was
lormative in that it was thought that the bencelits ol handicralls in gencral cducation
built the character of the child, encouraging moral behavior, greater intelligencee, and
industriousness., Sloyd had a noted impact on the carly development of manual
training, manual arts. industrial ¢ducation and technical education. Sloyd has been a
Swedish school subject since the 1870s and compulsery since 1953, In the present
national curriculum for Swedish ¢lementary schools, students have classes in Slojd
every semester, normally between the ages of nine and fifteen. In most schools, the
course is still divided traditionally in two parts: soft materials (textiles) and hard
materials {woodwork and metalwork). Each semester. students switch between the two
different classrooms.

Woodturning is the craft of using the wood lathe with hand-held tools to cut a shape
that is symmetrical around the axis of rotation. Like the potter's wheel, the wood lathe
is a simple mechanism which can generate a variety of torms. The operator is known
as a turner. and the skills needed to use the tools were traditionally known as turnery.
In pre-industrial England, these skills were sulliciently dilficult 1o be known as “the
misterie”™ ol the turners guild. The skills to usc the tools by hand, without a [ixed point
ol contaclt with the wood, distinguish woodturning and the wood lathe Irom the
machinisis lathe, or metal-working lathe, llems made on the lathe include tool handles,
candlesticks, ¢gg cups, knobs, lamps, rolling pins, cylindrical boxes, Christmas
ornaments, bodkins, knitting needles, needle cases, thimbles, pens, chessmen, spinning
tops: legs, spindles and pegs for furniture; balusters and newel posts for architecture;
baseball bats, hollow forms such as woodwind musical instruments, urns, sculptures:
bowls. platters, and chair seats. Industrial production has replaced many ot these
products from the traditional turning shop. 1lowever, the wood lathe is still used for
decentralized production of limited or custom turnings. A skilled turner can produce a
wide variety of objects with five or six simple tools. The tools can be reshaped easily
for the task at hand. In many parts of the world, the lathe has been a portable tool that
goes to the source of the wood, or adapts to temporary workspaces. 21st-century
turners restore lurniture, continue lolk-art traditions, producc custom architcetural
work, and create line crafl for galleries. Woodturning appeals 1o people who like o
work with their hands, find pleasure in problem-solving, or enjoy the tactile and visual
qualitics of wood.
